EXPLANATION OF REPORT TERMINOLOGY
	· The Current Threshold and Flightpath information are based on all forms of assessment of knowledge and skills completed to date based on a student’s starting points.
· We would expect students who attained the Expected Standard at Key Stage 2 to achieve grade 4-9 at the end of Year 11. A grade 4 is considered a ‘standard pass’ and a grade 5 a ‘strong pass’.
(AS – Expected standard achieved or NS – Expected standard not achieved)
· Each year group has a different set of Current Thresholds, which become more demanding over Key Stage 3. These are reported as: Foundation, Developing, Secure, Excellence and Beyond Excellence.
‘+’ = starting to show signs of working at the next threshold up.
· Each student has a Flightpath reported which indicates how they are currently attaining relative to their own starting points (based on KS2 Scores, MidYis aptitude testing or subject baseline assessment). 
	· The Flightpath is reported as:
• Exceeding: a student is working beyond their flightpath at this time [Gold]
• Meeting: a student is currently meeting their flightpath [Green]
• Not Yet Meeting: a student is currently not yet fully meeting their flightpath given their starting point [White]
·  ‘Aspect of learning to develop further’ refers to an aspect of your child’s learning that they should work on and develop to make greater progress. 
· Readiness to Learn grades include O (Outstanding), 
G (Good), RI (Requires Improvement) and P (Poor).
· Behaviour Points are given for rewards (+) and sanctions (-). 
· Students are on a technology and computing rotation timetable, so there may be periods where only one may be reported on.
· Previous Readiness to Learn grade for Languages is from the rotation timetable period
