How would you describe this artwork to a person who could not see it?

How would you describe the setting in this artwork?

2 RELATE IT
What does this artwork remind you of?
What things do you recognise in this artwork?
What things seem new to you?
What interests you most about this work of art?
How is the artwork different from real life?

3 ANALYSE IT
